 Physical: Becoming more active through sports, dance, or fitness. 
 Skills: Cultivating a new talent or enhancing an existing one. 
 Expedition: A challenging yet rewarding two-day and one-night journey in the countryside, 

fostering teamwork and resilience. 

For the volunteering, physical, and skills sections, students can select activities that genuinely inspire 
them, and we will provide comprehensive guidance and support throughout their chosen paths. We are 
also committed to ensuring all participants are well-prepared and fully supported for the expedition.

ensure participants are well-prepared. 
 Group Expedition Costs: Covering campsite fees and essential group equipment. 
 Award Presentation Ceremony: Recognizing your child's achievement. 

To make this more manageable, we are offering a convenient payment plan, allowing you to spread the 
cost over the next 5 months at £40 per month from June to October, leading up to the expeditions.
