lunchtimes so please could they bring lunch.  There is also one additional rehearsal after school on 

Wednesday 17th December from 3pm–4.30pm. This is in addition to the normal Tuesday morning 

rehearsal during registration. 

 

There 

are 30 places available on a first come first served basis and students who wish to take part must 

return the permission slip and the attached consent form to the music department. All those wishing 

to take part must be available for all rehearsals and all performances. 

 

Trainers must not be worn and 

hair styles must look respectable and professional. And please, no chewing gum!
