Year 12 Trip to Pinewood Studios - Friday 18 November 2022

On Friday 18 November we are planning an educational trip for film students to the home of British film
production, Pinewood Studios. This event will inspire and engage our students around the incredible range of
roles in the screen industries, supporting its growth and encouraging people from all backgrounds to enter
the industry.

The day will include a series of workshops, panels and masterclasses, with high-profile speakers from
companies such as Disney, Sony, the BFI who will be explaining the range of roles and how to get started,
along with interactive stands that will give an insight into the careers available, from catering, grounds
keeping and plumbing to producing, directing, and set design — there are literally hundreds of career
opportunities to explore in the interactive and immersive experience.

This is an exciting opportunity for students to see what their future careers could involve in this industry as
well as the chance to visit this historic venue.

We have been given an allotted three-hour timeslot for the event (9.00am-12.00pm), which will mean an
early start.
